INTRODUCTION

Personal Data



Personally identifiable information, such as your name, shipping address, email
address, and telephone number, and demographic information, such as your age,
gender, hometown, and interests, that you voluntarily give to us when you register with
the Site, or when you choose to participate in various activities related to the Site such
as online chat and message boards. You are under no obligation to provide us with
personal information of any kind, however your refusal to do so may prevent you from

using certain features of the Site.

Derivative Data
Information our servers automatically collect when you access the Site, such as your IP
address, your browser type, your operating system, your access times, and the pages

you have viewed directly before and after accessing the Site.

Third-Party Data
Information from third parties, such as personal information or network friends, if you
connect your account to the third party and grant the Site permission to access this

information.

Data from Contests, Giveaways, and Surveys
Personal and other information you may provide when entering contests or giveaways

and/or responding to surveys.

USE OF YOUR INFORMATION

By Law or to Protect Rights

If we believe the release of information about you is necessary to respond to legal
process, to investigate or remedy potential violations of our policies, or to protect the
rights, property, and safety of others, we may share your information as permitted or
required by any applicable law, rule, or regulation. This includes exchanging

information with other entities for fraud protection and credit risk reduction.

Third-Party Service Providers
We may share your information with third parties that perform services for us or on our
behalf, including payment processing, data analysis, email delivery, hosting services,

customer service, and marketing assistance.

Marketing Communications
With your consent, or with an opportunity for you to withdraw consent, we may share

your information with third parties for marketing purposes, as permitted by law.

Interactions with Other Users
If you interact with other users of the Site, those users may see your name, profile
photo, and descriptions of your activity, including sending invitations to other users,

chatting with other users, liking posts, following blogs.

Online Postings
When you post comments, contributions or other content to the Site, your posts may be

viewed by all users and may be publicly distributed outside the Site in perpetuity.

Third-Party Advertisers

We may use third-party advertising companies to serve ads when you visit the Site.
These companies may use information about your visits to the Site and other websites

Other Third Parties
We may share your information with advertisers and investors for the purpose of
conducting general business analysis.

Sale or Bankruptcy

If we reorganize or sell all or a portion of our assets, undergo a merger, or are acquired
by another entity, we may transfer your information to the successor entity. If we go out
of business or enter bankruptcy, your information would be an asset transferred or
acquired by a third party.
